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The history of the Timurids has always been the center of attention of world historians. As noted
by orientalist V. V. Bartold, the researcher of the Timur era "is not troubled by the lack of
information, but by the abundance of it. Because they are scattered in many libraries, they first
need to be looked at from a critical point of view and published.” We will focus on the
importance of "Boburnoma" as a source for studying the genealogy of the Timurids.

Due to the increased interest in the history of the Timurids, historical sources are being
republished, scientific, popular scientific and artistic works are being created. Among them T.
Fayziev, A. Ziya, Sh. It is possible to emphasize the works of Oljaeva, Hakim Sattori and others
about the Timurids. These works are "Tuzuklari Timur", "Mu'izz ul-Ansab", "Zafarnama™ by
Nizamiddin Shami, "Zafarnama" by Sharafuddin Ali Yazdi, "Muntakhab ut-Tawarikhi Muiniy"
by Muiniddin Natanzi, "Ajaib ul Magdur fi Akhbari Taimur" by Ibn Arabshah, Hafizi Abru
"Majmuayi Hafizi Abru™ and "Zubdat ut-tawarikh”, "Razvat us-safo” by Mirkhand, "Matlai
sa'dayn va majmai bahrayn™ by Abdurazzaq Samarkandi, "Mujmal-i Fasihiy" by Fasih Khavafi,
"Baburnoma™ by Zahiriddin Muhammad Babur, "Boburnoma” by Ghiyasuddin Muhammad
Khondamir It was created in the process of studying such sources as "Habib us-siyar fi akhbar
afrod ul bashar" and "Khulasat ul-akhbar”, Gulbadan Begim's "Humayunnama™ and many other
scientific researches.

Among the mentioned sources, the fact that "Boburnoma” was written by a representative of the
Timurid dynasty adds to its historical importance. Bearing in mind the valuable work of this
source on the history and geography of the peoples of Central Asia, Afghanistan, India and Iran,
we analyze the information on the family tree of the Timurids. The author did not aim to cover
the genealogical history in "Boburnoma”, but during the narration of the events, based on the
historical situation, he mentioned the name of one or another mirza and begum. In the source,
detailed information is given about the life path, birth and genealogy, shape and appearance,
morals and character, battles, regions, wives and concubines, descendants and umaros of a
number of mirzas, but the names of some mirzas and begums are mentioned superficially one or
more times. reached. For example, Zahiruddin Muhammad Babur Mirza spoke in detail about his
father Umar Sheikh Mirza ibn Sultan Abusaid Mirza, his uncles Sultan Ahmed Mirza, Sultan
Mahmud Mirza, and Sultan Husayn Mirza lbn Mansur Mirza, who was considered one of the
greatest rulers among the Timurids. While "Boburnoma™ chronologically includes the years
1493-1529, the account of the events of 1510-1518 and 1521-1524 has not been covered or has
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not reached us for some reasons. Sometimes there are also data reflecting political processes up

to 1493.
